Acts 2

They were obvious

¢ The flood — Gen 6
¢ 10 plagues and passing through the Red Sea
¢ Jonah — Matt 12:39, 40

¢ Jesus’ Death, Burial, Resurrection

¢ Paul being bitten by the snake — Acts 28:1-6



There was Purpose

é Prove Jesus 1s the Son of God — John 20:30,31
¢ Confirm that the message was God’s Word — Mark 16:20
¢ Verify a true Apostle — 2 Cor 12:12

¢ To fulfill prophecy — Matt 8:17
